In the primary school as well as the Early Childhood
Development centre, the project will follow the
Cambridge curriculum with a structured annual
teacher exchange programme with the United
Kingdom.

The fourth pillar to economical self reliance is a solid
business model. Hennie developed aplanthatwill serve
more than an economical purpose: It will capacitate
the community as well. This plan comes in the form
of agriculture. Hennie’'s eldest son, Muller took charge
of the game breeding project currently involving 13
different species of predominantly antelope of which
the Njala is the frontrunner. Amongst the other species
are Giraffe, Bushbuck, Zebra and Impala.

In combination with the game breeding project a

very successful vegetable project. It will encourage
community student-farmers who participate in a
structured educational programme - to gain valuable

practical experience as part of their qualification.

There are also a fish farming project and secondary
processing industry in the planning stages. The
processing of produce will fill the supplier to market
chain.
